One was concerned that it would affect his holiday lets and stated that it was his intention to seek compensation from Cornwall Council should the proposal go ahead.
Concern was also expressed at the application for an anemometer at Pencoose Farm, the inference being that a wind turbine would follow.

It was noted that several letters of objection had been sent to Cornwall Council.

It was also pointed out that many neighbours had received no letter of notification of the application from Cornwall Council.
