	Planning Applications Received:

PA11/02857 – Mr J Holland – Change of use of disused bottling plant to B8 storage – Penhalvean Pottery
As neighbours of the property, Cllrs N and Mrs A Kippax declared a personal and prejudicial interest in this application and left the room during its consideration.

Cllr Nicholls presented his report, a copy of which is appended to these minutes.
RESOLVED NOT to support the application at the present time and to respond to Cornwall Council as follows: 
In the light of the lack of information provided in the application, the Council is unable at the present time to give an opinion for the following reasons: 
• Nowhere that the PC can see does this application state what is to be stored. It just says B8 storage. 
• There are no details relating to what is currently on site. 
• The application states no vehicle parking existing or proposed. If lorries (or other vehicles) deliver and collect they must park somewhere. 
• No hours of business are given. 
• There are no details relating to drainage arrangements. 
• No staff, so is this a self service facility? 
• The size of storage is defined as 180sq m. Given that most of the existing storage units on site are circa 3m in width this equates to some 60m in length and is not representative of the storage on site. • There are no details regarding the disposal of the disused bottling plant. 
• We have received complaints regarding the area being used as a sales outlet. 
Once clarification of the above is received, the PC will be in a position to reconsider the application. 
If CC are minded to grant this application for change of use without seeking clarification and giving the PC the opportunity for further consideration, then the equipment and facilities relating to the previous use must be recorded otherwise there is no limit to what happens on this site. In addition, the PC believes that the application must be tied to certain conditions. 
Suggested Conditions: 
• Public access to the storage area is to be time limited Monday to Saturday 0800-1700hrs. 
• No flammable materials to be stored on site. 
•Any additional storage to be subject to additional planning permission. 
• No selling from the site • Site to be used for storage only with no other retail activities

PA11/02398 – Large Diameter Drilling Ltd – Construction of Building for B2 Use – Rosemanowes Quarry.

2. A condition restricting noise levels be attached to any consent - the Agent has no objection to this.

PA11/02823 – Mr & Mrs A Poor – Stationing of mobile home and construction of septic tank, The Paddocks, Penhalvean.
As neighbours of the property, Cllrs N and Mrs A Kippax declared a personal and prejudicial interest in this application and left the room during its consideration.

The Chairman presented his report, a copy of which is appended to these minutes.

RESOLVED: 
1. NOT to support the application on the grounds that previous applications for the stationing of a residential caravan on this site have been refused, both by the planning authority and on appeal. 
2. To inform Cornwall Council that the PC can see no justification for treating this application any differently. It is outside the village, in the countryside and contrary to the Structure Plan and therefore constitutes an unwanted development in the countryside. 
3. To inform Cornwall Council that the PC is of the opinion that enforcement action should be taken to ensure that the mobile home is removed from the site and any further residential use ceases forthwith. 
4. To further inform Cornwall Council that if it is minded to recommend approval of the application, then it is requested that the matter be considered at Committee and if permission is subsequently granted then it should be a TEMPORARY permission, tied to bee-keeping only, for a period of no more than three years, and subject to proving the financial viability of the bee farm enterprise only, thereby proving the need for a mobile home on site. If it is subsequently found to be unsustainable by the bee keeping, or if the bee keeping enterprise ceases, then the mobile home and the septic tank should be removed. 
5. That Cornwall Council be contacted to ensure that any licences necessary for the breeding of dogs at these premises are in place.
Proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Cllr Nicholls and carried unanimously.
