	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Presentation by Coastline Housing:

Michelle Foster, Director of Development for Coastline Housing, supported by colleagues and partners, gave a presentation based on the document attached to these minutes.

The presentation was essentially reviving the proposals made a year ago to build a large number of houses at Rame and its environs, partly in Stithians, Wendron, Mabe and Constantine.

The premise was that the expansion of the University at Tremough would drive demand for housing which this proposal seeks to meet. No numbers of houses were stated although it was said that Coastline hold options to buy 58 hectares of land in the area. That Coastline have options  at a low price (£96k per hectare) as opposed to the £200k elsewhere in the area was stated as an advantage as it would provide the potential to “reward” Parish Councils by £6m to encourage acceptance of the proposals. 

There was considerable discussion among the Members and other members of the public who were present. Members questioned the accuracy of some of the figures contained in the presentation and expressed concern at the size of the proposed development
All the housing was said to be for open market, as opposed to affordable, use.

It was unclear why Coastline (variously described by the presenter as a Housing Association and a charity) is involved in becoming a property developer of open market housing on a big scale. It was unclear whether there would be demand arising from the University expansion as housing is being developed in Penryn and Falmouth for that market already.

It was noted that Cornwall has a distributed pattern of development and settlement which is the converse of what was being proposed by the presentation, a new settlement of about 1,000 houses essentially in open countryside. It was pointed out that a thousand houses on 58 hectares is 17.2 houses per hectare.
The Chairman thanked Ms Foster for her presentation whereupon she, Mr Walters, Mr Stapleton, Mr Winn and Mr Ridge left the meeting at 19.55.
