	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Devon & Cornwall Police:

There was no police presence at the meeting but a report had been submitted, a copy of which is appended to these minutes.
This was duly noted.
Cornwall Councillor Neil Plummer: 

Cllr Plummer was not present at the meeting. He had, however, submitted information to the Clerk which was contained in the report attached to these minutes.

This was duly noted.
The Chairman closed the meeting at this point at 19.10 to allow Public Participation, at which point Rod Davis entered the meeting.

Members of the Public:
Dave Aynsley, President of the Rugby Club, referred to meetings with Cllr Vincent which are reported later in the agenda. He was attending the meeting to try to progress the Club’s efforts in “putting together a new club with improved facilities.” He went on to say that the RFU had visited the Club and whilst they were impressed with the pitch, the pavilion fell a long way short of their expectations.
He was confident that, if the RFC were granted a 99 year lease of the site of the pavilion, enough funding could be raised by grants from the RFU and sponsorship to enable a suitable building to be built more or less on the footprint of the existing pavilion that, although two storey, would be no higher than the existing. He did, however, ask about the possibility of financial assistance from the Parish Council and was informed that very little was likely to be forthcoming given the PC’s current financial position.
Although the building envisaged would not be to RFU standards, it would be acceptable by them and would comprise changing and storage facilities on the ground floor with an office and function room above. Members reminded him of the fact that the Bowling Club currently enjoyed the use of a toilet within the building with access from the outside but they also pointed out the need for spectators’ toilets (male and female). The Clerk pointed out that there were currently storage facilities within the pavilion that were used by the Playing Field Caretaker. Mr Aynsley was of the opinion that both items could be accommodated within their proposals. He also stated that the pavilion, particularly the function room, would be available for use by organisations such as the Bowling Club and the pigeon Club if requested.
Mr Aynsley stated that they would want to complete the building in the “close season” and was confident that a shell could be erected and fitted out sufficiently to allow the use of changing rooms within that time. Other work could be done during the playing season.
He explained why the RFC wanted to continue to train on the old playing field. This was because the playing surface of the new one gets “chewed up” during matches and needs time and attention in order to recover in time for the next match. If it is used for training on an already damaged pitch, it just becomes worse. The old playing field, not being chewed up by playing, does not suffer nearly as badly.
Mr Aynsley thanked the PC for the opportunity to speak and left the meeting at 19.20.

Ben Buckingham, representing the Institute, gave a résumé of recent expenditure on the building totalling some £3,000 and asked for favourable consideration of their request for a donation of £500 from the Parish Council. The money was needed, he said, for replacement toilet windows for which he had a quotation in the sum of £526 inc. VAT. The application is the subject of a report under Item 11.3.
Mrs Kim Hill, as a resident affected by the proposed cemetery, stated that she had seen the letter sent to the PC by Mr Durkin on behalf of those residents who were present at the site meeting (copy of letter is appended to the Cemetery Report (Item 13)) and agreed with its content.
There was considerable discussion with her over the proximity of her property to the cemetery site and she agreed that the best option for her would be for a landscaped strip planted with shrubs to be maintained within the area of the cemetery along her boundary and that of 2 old Vicarage Close. She was adamant that any planting should not obstruct light into her property.
She stated that she was in favour of the car park being relocated to the western boundary of the site as had already been suggested. She also suggested that burials should start at the top end of the site.
Ms S Harris, who’s property abuts the proposed access track, asked who would be locking and unlocking the gate to the cemetery and was informed that, although there were a couple of possibilities, it was too early to say as those who might be involved had not been consulted.
She requested that the existing gate between the proposed access and old Vicarage Close be blocked up in order to respect her privacy. This was not seen as a problem provided finance was available.
Mrs Sarah Barnett introduced her son, Jamie, who was attending in respect of the agreement of the PC to the provision of children’s goal posts in the Old Playing Field. They acknowledged the fact that the Clerk had visited the shop and informed them of the Council’s agreement and the fact that it would be in order for Jamie to commence fundraising but requested confirmation in writing.
They asked about a financial contribution from the PC and were informed that this would be considered in due course when it was known what had resulted from fundraising.
Mrs Barnett thanked the PC and apologised for having to leave. She and her son left at this point at 19.35.
Mr Graham Symmons introduced himself as the candidate for co-option onto the Parish Council and said that his main interests relevant to the PC centred around finance, audit and youth. He also referred to his work with St Ives ATC, St John’s Ambulance and a Youth Club.

Members questioned him on certain aspects of his previous work.

	TRANSPORT

Transport Representative’s Report:
Rod Davis, the Council’s Transport Representative, informed the meeting that Summercourt Travel had managed to get into the village on three days during the recent bad weather when other operators had failed. 

He advised that they had become aware of a certain amount of ignorance concerning the timetable and were considering distributing copies throughout the village.
He alluded to recent research that had revealed that the main drivers for demand were frequency and reliability and remarked that it was hardly a surprising conclusion. The same research had concluded that operators perform best when there is competition – again, not surprising.
He referred to a Cornwall Case Study that stated that, even with spending cuts, future emphasis will be on bus services rather than road schemes. The same study stated that there were presently 12 million passengers per annum in Cornwall now and there was a target to increase this to 20 million by 2020.
The same study had concluded that concessions account for 50% of bus journeys in Cornwall.

He alerted Members to certain allegations made by Western Greyhound against First including diminishing services and then eventually abandoning them and changing timetables without notice so that connections with WG are missed.

He also informed the meeting that First Group no longer participated in multi-use tickets.

The Chairman thanked Mr Davis for his continued hard work and his contribution to the meeting whereupon he left the meeting at 19.50.

TREES

Parish Tree Warden’s Report:
Jim Lyle, the Parish Tree Warden, advised that he had been in contact with various nurseries in the area and gave examples of prices for suitable replacement trees in the Old Playing Field. In all, five trees were required and he recommended a Maple, a Sweet Chestnut, two Alders and a Beech at a total cost of approximately £40.

He anticipated that the total cost for him to supply and plant the trees would be in the order of £50 - £60.

The Clerk advised that he had had a response to the effect that no decision had been made because no further information had been given and that Enforcement action would be a possibility.

Both Cllr Nicholls and Jim Lyle were of the opinion that this was totally unnecessary as the only redress for the felling of a tree without consent would be to order its replacement and the owner had already planted many trees.
RESOLVED to ask Cornwall Council, in view of the way Dr Wilson-Holt is managing his woodland, not to pursue any enforcement action as regards PA08/01819 and to withdraw the application from their records and inform Dr Wilson-Holt accordingly.

	NEW CEMETERY 
The Clerk presented his report and its appendices, copies of which are appended to these minutes.

Members discussed several aspects of the report, the notes of the Site Meeting and the letter received from Mr & Mrs Durkin. They also considered the points made in the public part of the meeting.
The Clerk reported that he had approached four companies for quotations to carry out a survey of the site. He had received three, ranging from £240 to £575 but was concerned that the end product from the lowest tenderer may not be compatible with whatever computer management system might be used for the cemetery when it became operational. He had not had time to completely evaluate the quotation.

RESOLVED:

1. To note and approve the content of the report.
2. To acknowledge receipt of the letter from Mr & Mrs Durkin.
3. That the Car Park be relocated to the western boundary of the site, be semi-circular, shielded by planting and possibly bunding and able to accommodate 10 cars.
4. To commence burials at the “top end” of the site to the north of the car park.
5. To consider the necessity for a land drain along the southern boundary of the site where it abuts nos. 2 and 3 Old Vicarage Drive.
6. To consider raising the ground level slightly in the south-eastern corner of the site using material excavated from the access track to assist with drainage.
7. To provide, when finances permit and in any case well in advance of any graves being dug near the southern boundary, a landscaped strip of shrub planting and to give an undertaking that the said strip will always be properly maintained.
8. When installing a water supply, which is likely to follow the route of the access track, to give due consideration to the installation of other supplies that might be necessary provided a financial contribution is made.
9. When funds are available, to stop up the gateway between the access track and old Vicarage Close.
10. To meet again with the residents once firm proposals have been prepared and before any planning application is submitted.
11. That the Clerk and Chairman be given delegated powers to accept a suitable quotation for a survey of the site.

Playing Field Meeting:

The Clerk presented his report, a copy of which is appended to these minutes. 
He advised that Tyrone Martin had informed him that SJ Andrews had quoted £30 for materials for the big slide (Item 11.2 in the notes of the meeting) and that he had instructed him to go ahead.
RESOLVED to note and approve the content of the Report and Appendix 1, particularly noting and agreeing the financial implications contained therein and the cost of repairs to the Big Slide.
Proposed by Cllr Miss J Tisdale, seconded by Cllr Vincent and carried unanimously. 

MINUTE 15/01/11
Rugby Club:

Cllr Vincent presented his report, a copy of which is appended to these minutes. 
There was considerable debate over the content of the report and the matters raised by Dave Aynsley in the public part of the meeting. 

RESOLVED:

1. To note and approve the content of the report.

2. To agree in principle to grant the Rugby Club a 99 year lease on the land presently occupied by the pavilion with consent to demolish the existing pavilion provided:

· The land and any building on it reverts back to the Parish Council should the Rugby Club cease to exist.
· Any new building erected by the Rugby Club contains externally accessible male, female and disabled toilets for use by both the Bowling Club and spectators.

· Any new building erected by the Rugby Club contains storage facilities for the exclusive use of the Parish Council’s Playing Field Caretaker.

· The Rugby Club assumes full responsibility for the maintenance and upkeep of the building including water and electricity charges and Council Tax if applicable.
· The Rugby Club meets all reasonable legal fees in connection with the drawing up of the lease.

3. That the MOU (suitably modified to reflect matters affecting the pavilion) remains in place and will not be changed to a lease.

4. That the Rugby Club be granted continued use of the Old Playing Field for training as in the existing MOU but that no barrier be erected.
5. That the Glebe be asked to extend the lease to the Parish Council of the New Playing Field.

Proposed by Cllr Vincent, seconded by Cllr Nicholls and carried unanimously. 

MINUTE 16/01/11
Football Club:

Although there was no formal report, Members felt that a final decision as regards the use by the Football Club of the old playing field should be made.
It was pointed out that it had been agreed to provide children’s goals and that the Rugby Club were likely to continue training on the Old Playing Field. This was considered to be enough “wear and tear” without the added use for football matches every Saturday during the season. It was pointed out that football goalmouths inevitably became very worn, to the detriment of the field. Children’s goal posts, because of their nature, could be moved should this happen.

It was also pointed out that there would be no suitable changing facilities as the pavilion would be being used by the Rugby Club.

RESOLVED that the Clerk write to the Football Club expressing regret that their request to use the Old playing Field cannot be accommodated for the reasons stated above.
