	POSSIBLE HOUSING DEVELOPMENT AT RAME

Before the meeting proper, the Chairman announced that he had, on 14th March, been made aware of a proposal by Coastline Housing to develop an Eco Village of approximately 1,000 houses at Rame and that he had invited Cornwall Councillor Mike Clayton to address the meeting in his capacity as both a Wendron Parish Councillor and “Planning Champion” for Cornwall Council.

Cllr Clayton asked if the local Cornwall Council Member, Cllr Neil Plummer, had been invited to the meeting and the Clerk informed him that he had, albeit with necessarily short notice.

Cllr Clayton stated that he had found out about the scheme on 9th March when he was informed that Coastline Housing had organised a Public Meeting to be held on 30th March at Wendron Cricket Club “to gauge public opinion.” He outlined some of the proposals, which included a school and pointed out that none of the Parish Councils or the Cornwall Council Ward Members concerned had been consulted, although it was obvious from e-mails in his possession that Cornwall Council’s Planning Department had been aware of the scheme for some time. Wendron Parish Council had met the previous evening and had resolved to write in the strongest possible terms to both Cornwall Council and Coastline Housing deploring the fact that proper consultation had not been carried out.

Several members of the public present expressed their concern at the proposals.
The Clerk advised that, as the meeting proper was not in session, the Parish Council could not at this point make any decision. It was agreed to consider the matter under Agenda item 12.4.
SOLAR FARMS

Cllr Clayton alluded to the large number of solar farms currently being proposed throughout the county and sought a general opinion from the Parish Council as to how they would view planning applications for solar farms.

Again, it was agreed to consider this matter under Agenda Item 12.4.

Cllr Clayton took his leave at this point at 19.20 and was thanked by the Chairman for his attendance.

The chairman then opened the Parish Council meeting.

	Planning Applications Received:

PA11/01138 – Mr CJ Thomas – Temporary stationing of building for agricultural worker and associated works – Land at West Trevales Farm.
Cllr Nicholls declared a personal and prejudicial interest in this item and left the room during its consideration.

The Chairman presented his report, a copy of which is appended to these minutes.
RESOLVED: 
1. To support the proposal in principle with a request that the following be addressed before permission is granted:

Questions 3 – 5 in the Foul Drainage Assessment have not been answered. 

The access road is shown as being along footpath no 35, which also runs through the property.

The size of the building is not specified.

2. To inform Cornwall Council that once these matters have been addressed, SPC would support the use of a temporary dwelling for the agricultural part of the business for a 3 year temporary period. SPC considers that any future application must be made solely on the financial feasibility and sustainability of the beef farming enterprise. 
3. To further inform Cornwall Council that SPC does not believe that the stone walling or composting side of the business, which was not observed at the site visit, or any future plan for diversification into holiday accommodation, should be taken into account. These activities are not deemed to warrant the granting of permission to build a dwelling on an agricultural site, outside the village boundary, where normally such an application would be refused.
4. To further inform Cornwall Council that if, after the trial period, the business is not proven to be viable SPC would request that the building is removed from the site within 6 months, and all residential use of the site ceased. They would also request that the proposed hedge shown on the south and east boundary of the proposed residential area is not erected until after the expiry of the trial period, and that a temporary fence used instead, so as not to permanently decrease the area of the present field.

PA11/00210 – Mrs D Watson – Construction of equestrian building and hardstanding – Field 0048 opposite Tremenheere Farm
Cllr Nicholls presented his report, a copy of which is appended to these minutes. Members also considered an objection received by e-mail from Jill Harris of Foundry.
RESOLVED: 
1. NOT to support the application for the following reasons:

· The physical size of the building and hard standing is disproportionate to the size of the field.
· The permanence of the building and hard standing.
· The visual affect of the building – clearly visible from two roads and the surrounding area. 

· The design statement clearly states it to be a modern looking equestrian building, which is not in keeping with the surrounding area.
· The overdevelopment of the area – there is another stable building within 10m in the next field and another stable building in the next field to that, less than 100m away. Across the road there are a substantial number of buildings encompassed with Tremenhere Farm.
· There is no indication as to the storage/disposal of waste created by the enterprise.
· Whilst the design shows water storage tanks for the building/roof rainwater there is no indication relating to collection of rainwater runoff from the hard standing and any waste water created by the enterprise.
· This is clearly not an agricultural building, and not intended to look like one and yet it is on agricultural land.

2. To request that, if Cornwall Council is minded to approve the application, the matter be considered by the Planning Committee.

PA11/00366 – Mr & Mrs C Ardagh – Barn conversion to domestic dwelling – Penhalveor East.

RESOLVED to support the application in respect of the barn conversion only and to point out that this support does not include the wind turbine mentioned, but not in detail, in the Design & Access Statement, which should be the subject of a separate application.

PA11/01335 – Mr & Mrs A Poor - Change of use of former piggery to beehive storage and maintenance/construction facility and extension of former piggery to provide hay and straw barn, conversion of implement shed to form office and processing facility – The Paddocks, Penhalvean.

Having declared a personal and prejudicial interest in this item Cllrs Mr & Mrs Kippax left the room during its consideration.

Members considered Cllr Potter’s report, a copy of which is appended to these minutes.

The main cause for concern was the fact that Mr & Mrs Poor were clearly living on the premises without permission, that permission having been specifically refused previously.

RESOLVED: 

· To inform Cornwall Council that, whilst broadly in agreement with the conversion of existing buildings for use in connection with bee keeping, it is considered that there are sufficient buildings on the site to accommodate extra hay and straw storage and therefore the extension of the piggery to provide this storage is not supported.

2. To further inform Cornwall Council that it is noted that the application specifically excludes any residential use of the site - indeed this has been refused in previous applications - and yet there is evidence that Mr and Mrs Poor are living on the site and have recently installed a residential caravan for their use and to point out that this unauthorised use of the site for residential purposes must cease forthwith.

	Planning Enforcement:

He advised that he had received some further updates from Cornwall Council in respect of items in the report as follows:

Kennall Mill: 
Cornwall Council’s Conservation Officer and the Enforcement Case Officer visited Kennall Vale Mill on 10th March and had the opportunity of discussing matters with the owners who informed them that the roof of the outbuilding was removed some time ago when it became unsafe and began to collapse. The slates were recovered and stored on the site, but the timbers were not recoverable.  The remaining walls have been temporarily capped to prevent water ingress and any further deterioration.  Should Cornwall Council have served an Urgent Works Notice, their requirements would have been the same as that which have already taken place.  As such they do not consider any further Enforcement action appropriate at this time.  The owners have advised the Conservation Officer that they intend to carry out works to renovate and secure the site further and intend to submit applications for the works they intend to carry out in the near future once they have secured an available planning agent.
Penhalvean Pottery: 
Information received from Joy Thomas had been forwarded to Cornwall Council who had indicated that an Officer would be visiting in the near future.
Hatchintan:

The Clerk had received reports that a touring caravan had appeared on this site but was not occupied. Having discussed the matter with the Enforcement Officer, who had advised that planning permission was required, it had been agreed to wait a couple of weeks and if it had not been removed, further action would be considered.
